Play-Off Format

Important Rules & Regulations

Format – 6 groups will play a round-robin (in league stage) one game of 21 points and top 2 from each group will proceed to quarterfinals, which will also be one game of 21 points. Semi-finals and final will be ‘Best of 3’ of 21 points.
Schedule – Round robin and quarterfinals will be played on 19th Sep from 8 am -10 am; and Semi-finals and Final on 26th Sep from 8 – 10 am.

1. The tournament will be conducted in accordance with the Laws of Badminton adopted by the Badminton World Federation (Reference: Simplified Rules (2015) & Rules).
2. Format and Scoring
2.1. Decision on teams in each group will be by a draw of lots.
2.2. League rounds will be single game of 21 points. First team which reaches 21 will be declared winner.
2.3. Every team will play against every other team in their group. All group matches and, up to and including, quarterfinals and Semi-Finals will be a single game of 21 points. Team reaching 21 points first will be the winner irrespective of other team’s score. Players must switch side when one of the teams reaches 11 points.
2.4. Winners of group (league) stage will be decided on the basis of number of matches won. In case of equal wins, the winner of the group match between the tied teams will be declared winner. If this also does not result in clear winner, it will be on basis of better points average.
2.5. Final will be a best of 3 games of 21 points. Players must switch sides for the 2nd games and when one of the teams reaches 11 points in the 3rd game. Please see the play-off format on next page.
3. Umpire and Referee
3.1. Players MUST act as directed by umpire or line judge when called upon to do so. Failure to comply with this condition may render the player liable to disqualification.
3.2. ALL decisions of the umpire (or the responsible official at the time) are FINAL.
4. Equipment and Attire
4.1. Shuttlecocks will be provided by the organisers. Players are not allowed to play with their own shuttlecocks.
4.2. Players must be attired in sports clothing and anti-marking shoes. Players not correctly attired may be disqualified.
5. Timing
5.1. Players must report at least 30 minutes prior to the starting time on each day.
5.2. Players must reach their respective courts within 5 minutes of start time of their game or the game will be considered as defaulted to the other team.
5.3. In case, a member of a team or a whole team is absent, the team present on court will proceed to next round by default.
6. Losses and Injuries
6.1. Players are required to look after their belongings. Organisers will not be responsible for any claim of such loss.
6.2. Players are expected to have adequate medical cover prior to entering into the competition. Organisers will not be responsible for any injuries, etc.
6.3. Games will be played in adherence to the applicable COVID guidelines and protocols of Queensland health/ Govt.
7. Cancellation/ Postponement/ Refunds
1.1. If the Tournament is interrupted for any reason (power failure etc.) the organisers reserve the right to postpone any, or all events until such time or date they consider suitable, or to abandon matches or events. Organisers will not be liable for any financial, or other loss, incurred due to such cancellation or changes.
1.2. No refunds will be made after the draw has been published, except where the Tournament is abandoned. Refund of entry fees is at the sole discretion of the organisers.
8. The organisers reserve the right to disqualify from any player infringing these Conditions of Play or in any way interfering with the conduct of the Tournament.
